The 2026 TET in Vietnam is the Year of the Horse (Bính Ngọ) and is
from Tuesday 17th February to Friday 20  February; covering Tết
Lunar New Year’s Eve (17 Feb), First (18 Feb, Second (19 Feb), and
Third (20 Feb) of Tết Nguyên Đán. Vietnamese traditionally celebrate
Tết from the 15th day of the 12th lunar month to the 15th day of the
1  lunar month. And, even today, business slows down two weeks
before and two weeks after TET.

The cleaning is usually completed
before New Year’s Eve, as sweeping or taking out
trash during Tết is believed to sweep away new
luck.

The kitchen should be fully stocked for the first 3 days of Tết, as there’s a belief that
one should not shop or cook extensively during this time to preserve luck. Essential
items include:

In the Vietnamese language, to celebrate Tết is to ăn Tết, literally
meaning “eat Tết”, showing the importance of food in the
celebration.

While not traditional, it’s now a
popular comfort food served during
Tết, especially in the South. It
symbolizes making the most of what
you have (broken rice grains were
once considered less valuable) and
turning it into something delicious—a
metaphor for resilience and ingenuity.

This centerpiece altar offering
represents the hope for a fruitful,
abundant year. The “five”
represents the five elements and
the five blessings: prosperity,
longevity, health, peace, and safe
passage.

South: Prefers puns. Mãng Cầu
(soursop) = prayer/wish; Sung (fig) =
abundance; Dừa (coconut) =
matching sound for “vừa” (enough);
Đu Đủ (papaya) = “đủ” (sufficient);
Xoài (mango) = “xài” (spending).

North: Focuses on color and
elegance: Buddha’s hand (phật thủ),
bananas (chuối), pomelo (bưởi),
peaches (đào), kumquats (quất).

Bonus Time

Lì xì (lucky money) is given by elders or superiors to younger people, such as
parents to children, adults to friends’ children, teachers to students, and
managers to employees.

If you have household helpers such as drivers or gardeners, it is customary
to pay their salaries together with Lì Xì or a bonus before Tết. The bonus
usually depends on their length of service and your satisfaction with their
work. Employees who have worked for over a year typically receive at least
one month’s salary, which may increase to two or three months. Those with
less than a year of service may receive a prorated bonus based on their
working time.

Before Tết begins, employers give their staff their salary and bonus in red
envelopes and wish them a happy Tết with their families. If bonuses have
already been paid at the end of the calendar or fiscal year, a smaller Lì Xì
amount is usually given for good luck.

Lì xì is given in small red envelopes and is usually exchanged during the first
days of the New Year, with new banknotes traditionally preferred as they are
believed to bring good luck.

+ Full-time staff: VND 200,000–500,000
+ Other staff (e.g., trash collectors, security): VND 50,000–200,000.
+ Children: VND 20,000–100,000.

Live, blooming flowers symbolize the rebirth of
spring, while fruit blossoms represent the start of a
new crop cycle. Both are popular purchases during
Tết.
In southern Vietnam, Hoa Mai with its vibrant
yellow blooms is highly favored. In the North, Hoa
Đào thrives, as it grows well in dry and cold
weather.

Red symbolizes good luck, prosperity,
joyfulness and contentment. Whichever
gifts you plan to give, place a priority on
the red and yellow (gold) and avoid dark
colors.
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What NOT to give for Tết?

Several gifts are considered taboo, including watches, clocks
(associated with death); knives, scissors, forks (cutting good luck)
anything black (ink, coffee), anything related to fire (lighter) and
handkerchiefs (as it symbolizes tears and sweat in the New Year).
